New Year’s message

“The year 2012 will face major challenges of economic recovery with numerous indications
that the ANC is bent on escalating polarisation by intensifying the racial aspects of especially
employment legislation. This almost certainly means that we will witness an increased
frequency of constitutional challenge and the undermining of the independence and
professionalism of the courts.

“We repeat our call for a dialogue and probably even a renegotiated settlement ensuring a
constitutional dispensation with better safeguards against the abuse of power. We believe
that if all who have, over the years, called for a new dialogue unite their efforts, government
will find it difficult to ignore, especially should international pressure continue to increase.
There are clear indications that international agencies and media are taking the scourge of
farm murders and attacks more seriously than either the government or the official opposition
does.

“The fact that South African has dropped even further on the Transparency International’s
corruption perception index, is a clear indication that the government’s reassurances in
respect to corruption, are no longer taken seriously by the international community.”
