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Farms murders: Comprehensive information strategy needed 
A comprehensive information strategy is to be implemented by the government without delay in which 
the message is hammered home that farm murders are heinous crimes that will not be tolerated. A 
rural safety strategy that is not backed up by a clear political message will not succeed on its own.” 
So says Christian Democratic Party (CDP) leader, Rev. Theunis Botha reacting to the murder of Reitz 
farmer, 55 year old Thinus Uitenweerde. 
 
“This latest farm murder occurred near Bethlehem where police Chief Bekhi Cele recently launched 
the rural safety plan and shortly after the murders of the Potgieter family of Lindley were jailed for life. 
 
“This clearly was not enough of a deterrent. We condemn the murder in the strongest terms and our 
hearts go out the next of kin.”
